Mo rn in g  b an ter fills th e
ro o m  ac c o m p an ied  by o c casio n al g ru n ts fro m  th e n o t-ex ac tly-
m o rn in g  c ro w d . Bu t th ere is so m eth in g  d ifferen t th is m o rn in g…

Aren ’t th ere an  aw fu l lo t o f yo u n g er p eo p le h ere th is m o rn in g ?
An d  so m e are w earin g  so rt o f tren dy c lo th es. Th ey d o n ’t h ave
th at street k id  lo o k  ab o u t th em . Wh o  are th ey? Why are th ey
h ere? Su rely th ey to o k  a w ro n g  tu rn  so m ew h ere…

Wh en  it’s tim e fo r an n o u n c em en ts,
it all b ec o m es c lear: Th ey’re visitin g
fro m  o u t-o f-to w n  an d  h ere to
learn  ab o u t San c tu ary. Wh en  th e
an n o u n c em en t is m ad e an d  o u r
c o m m u n ity is ask ed  to  ex ten d  a
w e lc o m e to  th em , th ey d o  so
h eartily. A ro u n d  o f ap p lau se fo r
o u r g u ests! Th o se sittin g  n ex t to  o u r
g u ests sh ak e th em selves free o f
th e ir m o rn in g  fo g  to  o ffer a
w elc o m in g  g rin . O u r c o m m u n ity
h ere seem s ever-ready to  w elc o m e
visito rs an d  to  sh are “th eir sp ac e”
w ith  o th ers. Wh at a treat to  see !

O n e o f th e less-visib le asp ec ts o f w h at w e d o  at San c tu ary w e
call o u r Gro u p  Ed u catio n  Pro g ram s. Wh ile ed u catio n  is n o t
p rim arily w hy w e ex ist, w e still b elieve firm ly th at it rep resen ts
a sig n ifican t c o m p o n en t o f w h at w e d o . An d  over th e c o u rse o f
th e year, w e w ill w elc o m e 20 to  25 su c h  g ro u p s w h eth er fo r an
even in g , an  overn ig h t, a c o u p le o f n ig h ts o r even  a fu ll w eek .
An d  w e are g ratefu l fo r th e o p p o rtu n ity to  m eet an d  talk  w ith
p eo p le w h o  are in  so m e w ay w an tin g  to  th in k  d ifferen tly ab o u t
th e k in d s o f p eo p le w h o  m ak e u p  o u r c o m m u n ity.

Wh en  a g ro u p  arrives fo r a Street O rien tatio n , w e talk  first ab o u t
San c tu ary – w h o  w e are, w h at w e d o , w h o  lives in  o u r n eig h -
b o u rh o o d . We th en  invite th em  to  im ag in e th em selves in  th e
sh o es o f so m eo n e livin g  o n  th e streets, so m eo n e th eir ag e an d
to  sp en d  a few  h o u rs w alk in g  th e streets o f d o w n to w n  To ro n to
th in k in g  ab o u t w h at it m ig h t m ean  to  b e h o m eless o n  th ese
streets. Wh ere w o u ld  yo u  sleep ? Wh o  can  yo u  tru st? Ho w

w o u ld  yo u  p ass th e tim e? Ho w  safe d o  yo u  feel? Wh en  it’s all
d o n e, w e c o m e b ac k  to g eth er fo r d isc u ssio n  an d  reflec tio n ,
p retty m u c h  everyo n e ag rees th at th is h as b een  an  eye-o p en in g
ex p erien c e.

So m e o th er g ro u p s w ill jo in  u s fo r a d ro p -in  – m ayb e a
Th u rsd ay even in g , m ayb e a Satu rd ay m o rn in g . Th e k ey d iffer-
en c e fo r th ese g ro u p s is th at th ey g en erally assu m e th at th ey
w ill c o m e fo r an  “in n er-c ity ex p erien c e” an d  h elp  o u t in  th e
k itc h en . In stead , h o w ever, it is w ith  so m e g lee th at w e invite
th em  to  d o  n o th in g  lik e th at! Rath er, w e invite th em  to  sit d o w n

at o n e o f th e tab les, g rab  a b o w l o f
Ch eerio s an d  sim p ly talk  aw ay to
th eir h earts’ c o n ten t!

Yo u  see, at San c tu ary, o u r g reatest
em p h asis is o n  th e im p o rtan c e o f
relatio n sh ip s in  eac h  o f o u r lives.
Wh ile w e p rovid e a lo t o f im p o rtan t
th in g s – fo o d ,  h ealth  care, c lo th in g
– w e d o n ’t m o stly ex ist to  d o  any o f
th em . An d  th e reaso n  w e d o n ’t is
th at n o n e o f th o se th in g s h as th e
cap ac ity to  g ive life. In  fac t, n o t
even  th e b ig g er th in g s – p rovid in g
h o u sin g  o r em p loym en t sk ills o r
d ru g  reh ab ilitatio n  – p rovid e life in
an d  o f th em selves. Th in k  ab o u t it…

My life is g o o d , n o t p rim arily b ecau se I h ave anyth in g  o f th o se
th in g s – th o u g h  eac h  o f th em  c ertain ly h elp s m e stay o n  m y
feet. My life is ric h  an d  relatively stab le b ecau se o f th e
relatio n sh ip s w ith  w h ic h  I am  p rivileg ed  to  b e su rro u n d ed .
Th in k  o f th e m yriad  relatio n sh ip s w h ic h  yo u  en joy: im m ed iate
fam ily, ex ten d ed  fam ily, n eig h b o u rs, c o -w o rk ers, c h ild h o o d
frien d s, g o lfin g  p als, c h u rc h  frien d s…o n  an d  o n  th e list g o es.
Aren ’t th o se th e th in g s th at m ak e life ric h ? Ch o c o late cak e is
w o n d erfu l. An d  sn u g g lin g  d o w n  u n d er a n ic e flu ffy d uvet is a
d elig h t. Bu t th in g s d o n ’t m ak e life ric h . Peo p le d o .

An d  so  w e en c o u rag e o u r g u ests to  en g ag e in  relatio n sh ip  an d
to  d isc over th at m em b ers o f o u r c o m m u n ity are vital an d
b eau tifu l p eo p le w h o se h earts, ju st lik e all o f o u rs, w ere
c reated  fo r re latio n sh ip . Re latio n sh ip  w ith  o th ers an d ,
u ltim ately, relatio n sh ip  w ith  Go d .

Th e k in d  o f “c o in c id en tal” c o n n ec tio n s 
th at h ap p en  in  th is c ity o f th ree an d  a h alf 

m illio n  p eo p le are in c red ib le to  m e. Lik e ab o u t h alf 
a m illio n  o th er p eo p le, I live w ith in  a fifteen  m in u te b icyc le

rid e o f San c tu ary, a d istan c e w e c h o se carefu lly w h en  m ovin g
fro m  th e su b u rb s eig h t years ag o . Th ere h as o n ly ever b een  o n e
p erso n  I really d id n ’t w an t k n o w in g  w h ere I live – h e ’s ju st
c razy en o u g h  to  fo llo w  u p  o n  th e th reats h e ’s m ad e a c o u p le
o f tim es to  fin d  o u t w h ere I live an d  b u rn  th e h o u se d o w n
w h ile w e sleep  – an d  su re en o u g h , th ere h e w as o n e d ay as
I step p ed  o u t th e fro n t d o o r, stan d in g  ab o u t ten  feet fro m  o u r
little p ark in g  p ad , an d  starin g  rig h t at m e.

“O h ,” h e said , lo o k in g  d elig h ted . “Is th at w h ere yo u  live?” I w as
tem p ted  to  tell h im  an  ex travag an t lie, b u t c o u ld n ’t fo rm u late
o n e q u ic k ly en o u g h .

Mo stly, th o u g h , it d elig h ts m e w h en  I b u m p  in to  o n e o f m y
frien d s fro m  th e d o w n to w n  c o re c ru isin g  aro u n d  in  m y n eig h -
b o u rh o o d . I w as ju st aro u n d  th e c o rn er fro m  o u r h o u se a w h ile
ag o , w alk in g  h o m e fro m  a sh o rt jau n t to  th e D an fo rth , w h en  I
saw  a w o m an  lau g h in g  u p ro ario u sly an d  talk in g  to  a c o u p le o f
p eo p le sittin g  in  a car p ark ed  at th e c u rb . Sh e d id  so m eth in g
w ith  h er sh irt I w o n ’t d esc rib e in  d etail, b u t I th o u g h t, “Well,
yo u  d o n ’t see th at everyd ay o n  Pap e Aven u e.” A sec o n d  o r tw o
later, I rec o g n iz ed  h er as Ro se, a lo n g -tim e frien d  w h o  u n til
rec en tly w as a m ain stay o f th e w o rk in g  g irls o n  Ch u rc h  Street.
( ‘Ro se ’ isn ’t h er real n am e, b u t it’s w h at I called  h er in  “Go d  in
th e Alley”, to o .)

“Hey!” I said  as I w alk ed  u p  b eh in d  h er. “Wh at are yo u  d o in g
h arassin g  p eo p le in  m y n eig h b o u rh o o d ?”

Sh e tu rn ed , rec o g n iz ed  m e, sh riek ed , an d  alm o st stran g led  m e
w ith  a h u g . Sh e in tro d u c ed  m e ex c ited ly to  h er frien d s – I th in k
sh e ’s to ld  everyb o dy sh e k n o w s ab o u t h er sto ry in  th e b o o k ,
an d  even  u sed  it as a w ay to , as sh e p u t it, “d isc lo se” to  h er so n
th e p ain fu l sto ry o f h er life as a p ro stitu te. Ro se ex p lain ed  th at
h er b est p al lived  in  th e h o u se b eh in d  h er, a h o u se th at h as a
b ac k  yard  ab u ttin g  m in e. Wh at are th e c h an c es?

A c o u p le o f tim es d u rin g  th e en su in g  w eek s, sh e slip p ed
aro u n d  th e c o rn er to  o u r p lac e fo r a q u ic k  visit w h ile sp en d in g
tim e w ith  h er frien d . Her frien d  is also  a fo rm er sex  w o rk er, an d
is fac in g  h er o w n  h u g e b attles at th e m o m en t. Ro se an d  I talk ed
ab o u t h o w  h ard  it g ets w h en  yo u  realiz e th at yo u  sim p ly can ’t
save anyb o dy else, n o  m atter h o w  m u c h  yo u  love th em . 

Sh e also  m en tio n ed  a c o u p le o f tim es th at sh e really w an ted  to
m ove in to  o u r n eig h b o u rh o o d  – it w o u ld  b e b etter fo r h er so n ,
Ru eb en , sh e ’d  b e c lo se to  u s, an d  Steve an d  Crystal Martin , an d
h er p al, o f c o u rse; I su sp ec t it w as also  tim e to  m ove o u t o f th e
w est en d  w ith  all its asso c iatio n s to  h er p ast. O n e d ay, sh e
called  m e o n  m y c ell p h o n e, all ex c ited . 

“Gu ess w h at? I fo u n d  a p lac e th at’ll b e g reat fo r m e an d
Ru eb en , an d  I can  affo rd  it, an d  it’s in  yo u r n eig h b o u rh o o d !”

“Th at’s g reat,” I said .

“Well, I d o n ’t ac tu ally h ave it yet, b u t h ere ’s th e really g reat p art:
I w en t fo r an  in terview  w ith  th e lan d lady, an d  sh e lives ju st
aro u n d  th e c o rn er fro m  yo u  an d  sh e k n o w s yo u ! Bu t n o t
b ec au se sh e lives n ear yo u , b ec au se sh e k n o w s ab o u t
San c tu ary b ecau se sh e in terview ed  yo u  an d  w ro te an  artic le
ab o u t it, so  c o u ld  yo u  call h er an d  g ive h er a referen c e? I th in k
if yo u  talk  to  h er sh e ’ll let m e h ave it, b ecau se th is is to tally
a Go d  th in g , I m ean , w h at are th e c h an c es? Th is Go d  stu ff is
g ettin g  p retty w eird .”

I d o n ’t h ave to tal recall, o f c o u rse, so  I’m  n o t q u o tin g  Ro se
en tirely ac c u rately. Bu t sh e talk s lik e th at, g o in g  n in ety m iles
an  h o u r d o w n  a d ead  en d  street. I love b ein g  aro u n d  h er. Sh e
h as ab o u t fifty p erc en t m o re life in  h er th an  m o st p eo p le. An d
sh e ’s h ad  th is stran g e an d  g ro w in g  c o n fid en c e fo r so m e years
n o w  th at Go d  lik es h er, an d  talk s to  h er, an d  w an ts g o o d  th in g s
fo r h er. 

I d id  call th e lan d lady, a Ch ristian  w o m an  w h o  n o t o n ly to ld
Ro se ‘yes’, b u t red u c ed  th e ren t an d  th rew  in  u tilities. I d o n ’t
k n o w  h o w  m u c h  effec t m y call h ad  ( n o t m u c h , w o u ld  b e m y
g u ess; th e lan d lady w as already p rayin g  th at Go d  w o u ld  b rin g
ten an ts w h o  really n eed ed  th e p lac e, an d  Ro se is a fo rc e o f
n atu re all o n  h er o w n ) , b u t w h en  sh e called  to  tell m e sh e h ad
b een  ap p roved , Ro se w as g id dy w ith  ex c item en t an d  g ratitu d e.
Sh e w as also  all revved  u p  b ecau se sh e ’d  h ad  a sec o n d  in ter-
view  fo r a jo b  th at w o u ld  b e g reat, d o in g  c o u n selin g  fo r a
d o w n to w n  ag en cy th at su p p o rts yo u th  in  c risis, an d  Steve
Martin  h ad  b een  a referen c e fo r h er, an d  sh e so  n eed ed  it an d
w o u ld  b e p erfec t fo r it an d  w o u ld n ’t it ju st b e to tally in c red ib le
if sh e en d ed  u p  g ettin g  th e ap artm en t sh e n eed ed  an d  th e jo b
sh e n eed ed  in  th e sam e w eek ? Wh ew . 

Yo u  w o n ’t b e su rp rised  to  learn  th at sh e g o t th e jo b . 

I’ve k n o w n  Ro se fo r ab o u t ten  years n o w . Sh e started  in  sex
w o rk  w h en  sh e w as still a yo u n g  g irl, n o t even  a teen ag er. Yo u
can  im ag in e w h at k in d  o f b ac k g ro u n d  led  h er th ere at su c h  a
yo u n g  ag e. I th in k  it w as ab o u t seven  o r eig h t years ag o  th at
sh e started  talk in g  ab o u t h o w  d esp erately sh e w an ted  o u t. Th e
h u rd les w ere h u g e, th e d isap p o in tm en ts d eep  an d  freq u en t.
Th e c u ltu re o f p ro stitu tio n  h as a fero c io u s an d  ten ac io u s g rip .
Mo n ey w as scarc e an d  fo rm al ed u catio n  w as a w h o le n ew  trip .
Her c h an c es d id n ’t lo o k  g o o d . Peo p le w h o  h ave read  h er sto ry
recall th at, d u rin g  th at p erio d , sh e ex p ressed  h er visio n  an d
faith  th at sh e c o u ld  h ave a fu tu re in  w h ic h  sh e h elp ed  p eo p le
lik e h erself, an d  th ey o ften  ask  m e, “Hey, d id  Ro se ever realiz e
th o se d ream s?”

Th e ap o stle Pau l to ld  th e Ep h esian s, “Lo n g , lo n g  ag o , Go d
d ec id ed  to  ad o p t u s in to  h is fam ily th ro u g h  Jesu s Ch rist. (Wh at
p leasu re h e to o k  in  p lan n in g  th is!)  He w an ted  u s to  en ter in to
th e c eleb ratio n  o f h is lavish  g ift-g ivin g  by th e h an d  o f h is
b eloved  So n…” * Ro se w o u ld n ’t ex p ress it th at w ay, b u t sh e to o
is learn in g  h o w  ten d er an d  ten ac io u s h is g rip  is, a g rip  th at h as
n ever lo o sen ed  th ro u g h  ab u se, p ro stitu tio n , p overty, fear an d  a
catalo g u e o f o th er h o rro rs.

Yes, Ro se is realiz in g  th o se d ream s. Wh at are th e c h an c es?

Jen n  first h eard  ab o u t San c tu ary th ro u g h
h er w o rk  w ith  o u r very o w n  Th ea in  an
ad d ic tio n s researc h  g ro u p  at St. Jo sep h 's
Ho sp ital. It w asn ’t lo n g  b efo re sh e b eg an
sh o w in g  u p  o n  Th u rsd ay n ig h ts an d
sh arin g  h er sm ilin g  p erso n ality w ith  o u r
c o m m u n ity h ere. Jen n ’s ex p ertise as a
n u rse is invalu ab le in  o u r c o m m u n ity an d  w e ’re very ex c ited
fo r h er as sh e h as ju st b een  ac c ep ted  to  m ed ical sc h o o l at
U o f T! Jen n  h as b een  m arried  to  Gu n d ars fo r n early 3 years
n o w  an d  th ey sh are th eir h o m e w ith  th eir d o g , To sca.

Here ’s w h at Jen n  h as to  say ab o u t San c tu ary: “I tru ly feel at
h o m e th ere.

San c tu ary c o m m u n ity fo r 2 1/2 years. He
first learn ed  o f San c tu ary th ro u g h  D o n ,
o u r Kitc h en  Man ag er, w h o  w as a n eig h -
b o u r o f h is at Mark een  Ho u se w h ic h  also
h ap p en s to  b e h o m e to  a n u m b er o f th e m en  in  o u r
c o m m u n ity. O rig in ally fro m  O ttaw a, Al m oved  to  To ro n to  in
1991 w h ere h e is a p art-tim e ac to r w ith  ex p erien c e in  TV w o rk ,
c o m m erc ials, as an  ex tra in  40-50 m ovies, an d  even  in  o u r very
o w n  San c tu ary p ro d u c tio n s as a m em b er o f th e in c reasin g ly
p o p u lar “Sc ream in g  Mo n k eys”. Al k eep s b u sy n o w ad ays

p rim arily as a k arao k e h o st, MC at vario u s even ts, as a vo lu n -
teer at m any h o stels an d  d ro p -in  c en tres an d  p layin g  b aseb all.
He ’s a to u g h  g uy to  m iss w h en  h e ’s aro u n d  b u t is c ertain ly
m issed  w h en  h e ’s n o t!

Wh en ever w e h ave a staff
m em b er start at San c tu ary, o n e o f th eir c h allen g es is h o w  to
c o n n ec t th eir c o m m issio n in g  c h u rc h  w ith  th e c o m m u n ity at
San c tu ary. Th is seem s lik e an  even  g reater c h allen g e w h en  th e
c h u rc h es are in c red ib ly d ifferen t – w h at d o es a Lo n d o n  c h u rc h
th at h as m o re th an  2300 atten d ees eac h  w eek  h ave in  c o m m o n
w ith  o u r sm all, im p overish ed  c o m m u n ity?  Am az in g ly, w e ’ve
fo u n d  th at No rth  Park , Th ea’s c o m m issio n in g  c h u rc h , h as real-
ly h ad  a p assio n  fo r in teg ratin g  th e tw o  c o m m u n ities. 
Fu si o n , th e No rth  Park  yo u th  g ro u p , c o m es to  San c tu ary fo r
2-3 w eek s every year, as w ell as d o in g  fu n d raisers an d  o th er
h elp fu l task s in  th eir h ig h  sc h o o ls an d  d u rin g  th eir w eek ly
sm all g ro u p s. Th ea h as h ad  o p p o rtu n ity to  sh are w h at’s g o in g
o n  at San c tu ary o n  Su n d ay m o rn in g s, an d  Red  Rain  h as b een
invited  d o w n  to  p lay o n  a Satu rd ay n ig h t. No rth  Park  c h u rc h -
g o ers d rive 2 h o u rs eac h  w ay to  b e ab le to  c o m e to  o u r
Co m m u n ity Co n c erts, an d  so m e h ave sp en t w eek en d s o r a
w eek  w ith  Th ea to  b e ab le to  atten d  d ro p -in s an d  g et to  k n o w
th e c o m m u n ity. Th ea even  h as to  b rin g  an  ex tra su itcase w h en -
ever sh e visits h er p aren ts, b ecau se p eo p le fro m  No rth  Park  are
alw ays b rin g in g  over c lo th es, m ed ical su p p lies, an d  o th er
d o n atio n s. 
In stead  o f b ein g  a d iffic u lt task , c o n n ec tin g  th e tw o  c o m m u n i-
ties o f faith  h as b een  an  ex p erien c e filled  w ith  ex c item en t an d
m u c h  m u tu al stretc h in g .
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An d  th e m o st treasu red  ric h n ess w h ic h  w e en joy aro u n d  h ere
c o m es n o t fro m  servin g  a g reat m eal o r seein g  an o th er p erso n
h o u sed  – b u t it c o m es fro m  th e slo w  an d  lab o rio u s w o rk  o f
c u ltivatin g  frien d sh ip  w ith  fo lk s w h o  are o ften  step p ed  over o n
th e sid ew alk . Frien d s w h o  are talk ed  ab o u t, in  th e m ed ia, as a
“p ro b lem ”. Frien d s w h o  h ave ex p erien c ed  re jec tio n  o n  virtu al-
ly all fro n ts – in  m any cases fo r m o st, if n o t all o f th eir lives.

As I reflec t o n  th ese Gro u p  Ed u catio n  p ro g ram s, I th in k  th at it’s
o u r w ay o f en c o u rag in g  p eo p le to  m ove c lo ser to  th e h eart o f
Go d  fo r o u r frien d s. It’s n o t u n c o m m o n , w h en  sp eak in g  o f
p eo p le w h o  are h o m eless, to  h ear ex p ressio n s o f d isg u st o r
d isd ain . Many o f u s m ove b eyo n d  th at to  feelin g s o f p ity –
a feelin g  o f trag edy-at-a-d istan c e. So m etim es, w e can  feel
c o m p assio n  – so m e m easu re o f h eartac h e over th e sad  situ atio n
th at m ig h t m ove u s to  ac tio n . Th en , th ere is sym p athy – a

"feelin g  w ith " so m eo n e w h ere th eir p ain  b ec o m es, in  so m e
m easu re, o u rs. Bu t w h en  th o se c lo sest to  u s su ffer ( th in k  o f
c lo se fam ily o r frien d s) , th e feelin g  ru n s even  d eep er: o u r h eart
b reak s ju st as th eirs d o es. Th eir p ain  is o u rs. Th eir joys are o u rs
to o . We b eg in , I su sp ec t, to  feel as Go d  d o es ab o u t th e h u rts
th at su rro u n d  u s.

We w o u ld  b e h ap py to  w elc o m e a g ro u p  o f frien d s o r asso c i-
ates o f yo u rs to  jo in  u s as w e learn  to g eth er to  feel th e h eart o f
Go d  fo r o u r c o m m u n ity h ere at San c tu ary. It’s so m etim es
p ain fu l. In  fac t, w h en  w e d o  o u r jo b  w ell h ere, w e ’re c ertain  to
feel so m e p ain . Bu t it’s also  a w o n d erfu l invitatio n  to  th e h eart
o f Go d  an d  to  ex p erien c e His d eep  love fo r all.
